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When selecting an overthe-counter (nonprescription) medicine, always
read the instructions and warnings on the product label. If you want
more information, talk to your pharmacist or doctor.

Some questions to ask:

\/ \WWhat over-the-counter (OTC) medicines are
available for the symptoms | want to treat?

\/ HOW much of this OTC medicine should |
take at a time?

\/ HoOW often should | take this OTC medicine?

\/ HOW many days in a row should | use this
medicine to treat my symptoms?

\/ What other medicines (OTC and prescription),
herbal products or dietary supplements should
| avoid while taking this OTC medicine?
